EXPLANATION OF THE NAPCIS MASTER TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAM

The NAPCIS Master Teacher TCP is a program for certifying experienced Catholic educators
currently working in NAPCIS member schools. Candidates for Master Teacher Certification
have already developed and consistently practice the principles of educational professionalism
that are outlined in the NAPCIS Standards of Excellence for Teachers. Additionally, they are
educators who can and will serve their school faculty as leaders and mentors among junior
faculty. Prior to their acceptance into the program, Master Teacher candidates must have taught
for at least five years in schools or colleges, and be recommended for the process of Master
Teacher Certification by at least three prominent individuals. Educators seeking Master Teacher
Certification through NAPCIS must be sponsored by the local NAPCIS member school’s
administration for which they work.

The program for attaining the certificate of Master Teacher involves:

* the completion of this application,

* the submission of the fees,

* the delivery of three letters of recommendation by past or current school administrators
and one pastor,

* the thorough self-guided review of the NAPCIS TCP materials,

* the completion of the NAPCIS TCP Examination and final master teacher essay on
Catholic education.

This program is to be completed within one calendar year of acceptance into the program.

Upon the successful completion of the program and positive evaluation by the NAPCIS Teacher
Certification Committee, the candidate will receive the NAPCIS Certificate of Master Teacher.
This certificate will be presented to the sponsoring school for their conferral of the certificate to
the teacher.
